Quarterly support – The Mission Board works to identify recipients for the 
treasures offered by the Greenbelt Community Church congregation. Every 
three months GCC designates funds to special activities. Help by Phone will 
receive the first quarter (January, February and March) gift.  

Help by Phone provides food and support to those in need in Prince Georges 
County. They strive to fill the gap between the onset of a crisis and response 
by publicly funded agencies. Founded in 1968, Help by Phone operates with 
little or no overhead. With the help of 200 volunteers, the organization 
supports seven food pantries, provides clothing to children in Title 1 schools, 
offers transportation to medical appointments, and provides overnight shelter 
for men (GCC hosts its Safe Haven shelter for a week in our Fellowship 
Center).  

The grand total of our 2017 SOUPER BOWL of Caring is $2,050.00.  It in-
cludes the Noisy Collection of February 5

th
 ($295.56) and the special offering 

given in the offering plates ($1,110.00) on Boy Scout Sunday, plus all remain-
ing contributions to CWS/CROP (Church World Service) throughout January 
and February.
